Prevention & Next Steps – Final Session

Workshop Recap and Recommendations:

1. Pilot test your training message with target groups.

2. Create public service announcements targeting education and information for specific populations, such as for employers on homecare workers.

3. Provide cross-cultural training that is relevant to entire audience.

4. Focus on getting safety and health messages to younger workers who will then bring messages to others.

5. Remember the regulatory agencies and encourage their engagement. Look for collaboration with these groups.

6. Look for public health campaigns and education while collaborating with community-based groups.

7. Recognize the importance of the immigrant communities’ and assist in establishing legitimacy and importance of all work and work forces.
