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Pediatric Inpatient Sub-Internship Rotation

Doernbecher Children’s Hospital offers a one-month clinical elective sub-internship in inpatient pediatrics.  This rotation is open to fourth-year students from OHSU as well as those visiting from other institutions.  This experience gives students a concentrated view of inpatient pediatrics.  It allows for more in-depth exposure to multiple members of the inpatient team, facilitating a more substantive evaluation of students in an active and challenging hospital environment.

Goals and Objectives:

The core goal of this rotation is for students to develop skills that allow more independent evaluation and management of hospitalized pediatric patients.  Specific goals include:

1. to gain comfort in history taking, physical exam skills,  and patient presentations

2. to learn clinical assessment skills in pediatrics

3. to generate clinical plans and write orders for patients 

4. to learn administrative management for patients, including arranging diagnostic studies and discharge planning

5. to achieve competence in common pediatric procedures

Expectations:

Students are expected to evaluate, admit, and follow patients on the pediatric inpatient service. Patient load is limited to 5 patients.

1. Night call is approximately Q4, and will be taken with a pediatric senior resident and intern.  The call schedule will be determined after arriving.

2. Students will complete a history and physical exam and complete chart documentation for the patients they admit.

3. Students will pre-round on their own patients daily.  A senior resident will see and cosign the daily notes.

4. Students will present patients during bedside rounds in problem-based format and offer plan suggestions at this time.

5. Students will be expected to attend daily morning report and resident noon conferences.

6. Students will provide at least one brief (15 min) teaching conference for the team.

7. Duration of the rotation is 4 weeks.

Evaluations:

Students can expect a formal feedback session with either the current ward attending or the senior resident at the mid-way point in the rotation.  This should include both areas of strength and those needing improvement.  Please ask your 2nd week attending to provide you with feedback at the end of their week.  At the completion of the clerkship, students will receive written evaluations from both attending and senior resident.  Input from interns and other team members will be included in these evaluations.
