ïOther legal entity such as a private corporation 

either profit or non-profit
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ÅApplicant must

ïOperate a rural community facility

ïDeliver distance learning or telemedicine services to 

entities at rates that ensure that the economic value 

and benefits of the DLT grant and/or loan are 

passed on to residents of rural areas

ÅRD electric and telecommunications borrowers 

are eligible for loans only
