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PEDIATRIC RESIDENCY PROGRAM

The Pediatric Residency Training Program is based at the freestanding Doernbecher Children's
Hospital, on the Oregon Health & Science University (OHSU) campus. Our residents also
rotate at Legacy Emanuel Children's Hospital and Kaiser Permanente clinics here in Portland.
We are one of the very first hospitals in the Northwest to fully implement an electronic medical
records system.

There are many rich and valuable experiences gained through a wide variety of learning
opportunities at Doernbecher community and outreach pediatric clinics, dds®ul health
centers, and private physicians' offices. Full time faculty members in the Department of
Pediatrics supervise residents at all locations.

Patients at Doernbecher come from the primary care base at OHSU, or are referred from urban

and rural practices throughout Oregon, Washington, Alaska, Idaho, and northern California.

There are over 6,500 admissions annually to Doernbecher Children's Hospital and 69,000 visits

to the ambulatory clinics. In addition, there are over 8,000 Pediatric visits to the dedicated

Over half of our graduates pursue further subspecialty training. Many take advantage of
pediatric fellowship programs at OHSU which include Cardiology, Endocrinology, Hematology
-Oncology, and Neonatology. OHSU also had residency programs in Preventive Medicine and
Public Health, Pediatric Neurology, Neurodevelopmental Disabilities, and Genetics

Rotation Descriptions

Adolescent Health

This communitybased experience provides residents with a focused experience in adolescent medicine.
Residents see patients at Portland schaskd health centers; Outside In, a clinic in downtown Portland
for homeless youth; Kartini Clinic for adolescents with eating disorders; and Doernbecher Child and
Adolescent Psychiatry Clinic.

Developmental/Behavioral & Chronic lliness/Disabilities

This rotation focuses on children with disabilities, attentional dysfunction, behavioral problems, and chronic healtimgonditi
Residents attend clinics in Genetics, Spina bifida, Autism, Cerebral Palsy, Child Development, and Neonaigb fdllwmse
multidisciplinary clinics are at the Child Development and Rehabilitation Center in Doernbecher and supervised by faculty wit
specialty training in pediatric development, behavior, learning problems, disabilities, and ethics.

Continuity Experience

Each resident is a member of a team of residents at different levels of training headed by a faculty member from thef Division
General Pediatrics. Residents have their clinic four times a month on the saihaytadich week with an alternate morning or
afternoon session to avoid pastll clinics. The continuity clinic has priority over all other experiences. Residents areagemto
follow normal infants, children, and adolescents as well as patients with a variety of chronic and acute disordersy Clontisiuit
occur in two major settings. Half of the residents have their clinics at the Doernbecher Pediatric Clinic on the mainfiit§U ca
The others are at community clinics in Portland, Beaverton and Oregon City.

Community-based Adolescent and Child Health (CACH)

Residents experience children and adolescents in their natural environments, including camps, day care setthysspas

Doernbecher Pediatric Acute Care Center (Inpatient)

Children admitted to Doernbecher Children's Hospital are cared for by two teams -bed ddatient unit. One team (Coast T¢am
cares for patients who are part of a wesdtablished HMO, Northwest KaisBermanente. The other team (Hood Team) cares for
patients of the OHSU health care system. Subspecialty service patients are divided between the two teams. Physiciaes from Kai
Permanente are the attendings for the Coast Team. The Hood Team attending is a Hospitalist faculty member from the Division o
General Pediatrics. The night float experience is Monday through Thursday nights.

Doernbecher Neonatal Care Center

This is a 46 bed Level 2 and 3 neonatal intensive care unit. Residents care for ill newborns with medical and surgital proble
attend higkrisk deliveries, and respond to issues in the MeBwry Nursery at night. The nursery is an "open unit" accepting
admissions of neonates who have been home from the hospital. Thus, residents develop a familiarity with a wider spectrum of
problems as compared to a typical NICU experience.

Doernbecher Pediatric Clinic

This outpatient care facility on the seventh floor of Doernbecher Hospital includes general pediatric and pediatricligubspecia
clinics. In this setting, residents have block rotations in general pediatrics, continuity clinics, and the ambulatorgf ploeiio
subspecialty rotations.

Elective Rotations

There are three elective months without call. Residents design their elective months to add to their educational eXpisrieage.
include research, intensive training in a particular aspect of pediatrics, or experience in a specialty outside of pMatigtrics
residents choose an international health experience as an elective. An elective month may be moved to the second ggar by movi
Primary Care to the third year.

Emanuel Hospital Inpatient Service

Emanuel is a private community hospital in northeast Portlandynairite drive from the OHSU campus. Residents care for a mix
of more common, general pediatric problems. Supervision is provided by a combinatiortiofddtaff, community pediatricians
and private pediatric subspecialists.



Emergency Medicine
Residents do eighto ten hour shifts in the OHSU Emergency Department during their first and second years. There are over
9,000 pediatric visits annually to the Emergency Department. Residents are supervised mostly by faculty trained in pediatric
emergency medicine.

Hematology/Oncology

This experience is in the 2ded inpatient Hematology/Oncology Unit in Doernbecher Hospital. Residents are integrated into the
multidisciplinary team managing patients under the supervision of faculty from the Division of Hematology/Oncology. A night
float rotation in this specialty is included.

Kaiser Ambulatory Clinic and Urgency Care

Kaiser Permanente is a large health maintenance organization with clinics throughout the metropolitan area. The resident work
a busy, efficient, ambulatory care setting under the supervision of Kaiser staff pediatricians. This experience inctbhdessafte
urgency care.

Mother-Baby Nursery

This rotation provides experience with normal newborn infants. All infants-inomith their mothers. The resident gains

experience in counseling new mothers, develops proficiency in examining normal newborns, and learns to recognize disorders of
newborn transition. Supervision is by faculty in the Division of General Pediatrics.

Pediatric Critical Care

Critically ill or injured infants and children are cared for in the 20 bed Pediatric Intensive Care Unit at DoernbedtetsResi
supervised by an thouse Pediatric Intensivist 24 hours a day. Patients with surgical problemsraamaged by the pediatric
service, including trauma patients and-f@ed postoperative cardiac patients.

Pediatric Subspecialty Services

Residents spend seven months focusing on pediatric subspecialties in Cardiology, Endocrine, Gastroenterology, Nephrology,
Neurology, Infectious Disease, and Pulmonology. Residents do inpatient consults, attend subspecialty ambulatory clinics, and
attend associated teaching conferences.
