Oracle R12 Go-Live Tuesday, Dec. 14 

R12 is almost here! OHSU will be upgrading to the R12 version of Oracle as of December 14. Please review the sections below for information about System Downtime Notices, Changes in R12, R12 Training Opportunities and Expected Impact to Operations.
System Downtime Notices
Oracle Downtime
Oracle will be taken down Friday, Dec. 10, 6 p.m. through Tuesday, Dec. 14, 6 a.m.  This means that Oracle will be unavailable and that any processes started that will not complete before the downtime will be terminated.
Data Warehouse Extract Skips
Extracts will not run Friday, Dec. 10 through Sunday, Dec 12. The data warehouse is expected to contain up to date information on Tuesday, Dec. 14.
LD Lockout
The Labor Distribution (LD) Adjustor responsibilities will be locked down and unavailable due to payroll processing and the R12 upgrade. Any pending LD changes that are still in the LD queue after the lock down will need to be purged prior to the R12 process upgrade. This means purged adjustments will not be completed and the adjustment will need to be re-entered by the LD adjustor after the LD system reopens.
 
Labor Cost Transfer Adjustment (LCTA) forms must be in to SPA by Monday, Dec. 6, 5 p.m., to allow sufficient time for processing. Any remaining non-OGA related adjustments that need to be included after the lockout begins must be sent to Sanela Besic by Thursday, Dec. 9, 5 p.m.
Changes in R12
The most obvious change you will notice is the look and feel (LAF) of Oracle R12 as noted in the Oracle R12 Campus Education document. Be sure to attend one of the two R12 education forums to learn more.  

Updated user guides will be designated as R12 and published on the Financial Courses web page prior to go-live.
