


Oracle R12 is Days Away

The Oracle R12 go-live is almost here! December 14 is the big day when all users will be using the new version to process Oracle related tasks. Over the past six weeks Central Financial Services (CFS) has been providing information and delivering training opportunities about the upgrade. Additional Impact to Operations
iRecruitment and Employee Self Service 
Even if financial duties are not part of your job description, the Oracle downtime may affect you in two ways:
· Basic employee info: From Friday evening to Tuesday morning, Dec. 10–14, you won’t be able to use Employee Self-Service (which lets you see and update your basic employee information).
· Job postings: Because employees must log into Employee Self-Service to see job postings in iRecruitment (where you can update your resumé, apply for positions and review personal information), job postings will be down as well.
IBS Transactions
To allow departments and downstream modules to process transactions and prepare reports needed for data validation, it will be necessary to stop creating or modifying IBS transactions at noon on Friday (Dec. 10.) CFS will run a final sweep of transactions from IBS to the General Ledger and Project Accounting at noon and attempt to resolve as many errors by 12:20 p.m. and transfer those as well. 

Users may wish to run the Transaction Distribution Report and the IBS Interface to GL and PA Error Report – User for individual service centers for comparison purposes on Tuesday, December 14th.  IBS does not anticipate any conversion issues, however it is always a good idea to create validation checkpoints in an upgrade.

Self Service Access Requests
Oracle self service will be unavailable beginning at 5 p.m. on Wednesday (Dec. 8) through the Oracle downtime. The Oracle Access team will identify and work with customers to get in process requests approved before the Oracle downtime. Requests not approved, may need to be resubmitted once Oracle is back online.
