Ordering Radioactive Materials

Updated documentation for purchasing radioactive material through Oracle Requisitions is now available. The basic ordering process remains unchanged; however step-by-step instructions have been added for the convenience of requestors placing orders via iProcurement.  

It is important to always use object code 5363 for FOMOPPL account strings or GR-Radioactive Material for Grant/POETA account strings when ordering radioactive materials as this code generates the Oracle Alert to the Radiation Safety group.  This allows the Radiation Safety group to track all orders of Radioactive Materials and perform Quality Assurance checks when the materials arrive at OHSU docks.

If you are not currently using iProcurement but would like to explore the option, you may need to attend the iProcurement class before you will receive the IP Requestor OHSU and/or FDN IP Requestor responsibility. The IP class training is required only if you did not complete the two day training in which both iProcurement and PO Requestor are presented.
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
