Marc Sindou, M.D., D.Sc.
Dr. Sindou, professor and chair of the Department of Neurosurgery, University of 
Lyon, Hopital Neurologique P. Wertheimer, Lyon, France will visit OHSU 
September 16-24, 2011.

Dr. Sindou has been a neurosurgeon for more than 35 years. His neurosurgical 
interests include: functional and stereotactic neurosurgery, neuro-oncology, 
neurovascular compressions, and neurophysiology as applied to neurosurgery.

He is a founding member of the International Association for the Study of Pain. 
He has previously been president (1997 - 2001) and past-president (2001 - 2005) 
of the World Society for Stereotactic and Functional Neurosurgery, vice-president 
of the European Association of Neurosurgical Societies (1999 - 2003), and president 
of the French Speaking Neurosurgical Society (2007-2010). 

Dr. Sindou has published more than 560 peer reviewed articles and is member of the editorial boards of a 
number of prestigious international journals. 

He has previously been an invited lecturer in 49 di�erent countries and has been honored by: the European 
Association of Neurosurgical Societies with a European Lecture Award in 2007, the World Society for 
Stereotactic and Functional Neurosurgery with a Spiegel-Wycis Award in 2009, and the World Federation 
of Neurosurgical Societies with an Award of the ten Masters in Neurosurgery, also in 2009.
