1.  Sierra Walker, Public Safety presented Active Shooter Safety Guide at OHSU (handout attached).
2. Melanie Blehm of Healthcare Education Services provided an update on Resident Epic Training.
a. On April 25, Big Brain/On-Line Modules will hopefully be available 
b. On May 2, GME will send PCs a sign-up sheet for names of residents who have notified GME they want to test out from the generic Epic training
i. Please sign up your residents to test out, if applicable
ii. PCs let residents know when to test out
iii. Residents who successfully test out will still have to take their specialty training in Epic
c. On May 27, PCs will receive a final Epic training spreadsheet from HES
3. Christine Flores referred to the verifications matrix and instructions in handout
a. This applies to both regular and transfer incoming residents/fellows
b. The GME Welcome Booklet has been mailed and is on the GME website
c. Let GME know your program orientation dates to help schedule their GME Check In sessions prior to those dates, so your incoming have ID badges and parking
4. Nicole Holmstrand of PVAMC described the PIV application process:
a. PIV application form is in the Welcome Booklet
b. Save processing time now with courtesy fingerprints, which saves 5 days of waiting
i. Fingerprinting has to be done at a VA (and not a police station)
c. Residents/Fellows will need ID badge for a VA computer account & computer class
d. Printing the new badges takes at least 15 minutes 
e. Residents will need two ID badges for the VA (the PIV and the access one)
f. PCs need to communicate with Nicole (Nicole.Holmstrand@va.gov), Diane Stevenson (Diane.Stevenson@va.gov), Danni Reche (Danni.Reche@va.gov), or Elroy Miller (Elroy.Miller@va.gov) to record the numbers on the ID badges so residents can gain access
5. Cindy suggested PCs contact George Olson (olsonge@ohsu.edu or call 4-0327) to sign up for ACLS/BLS training for incoming residents/fellows on 6/16 and 6/17
