OFF-CAMPUS ACTIVITIES FOR RESIDENTS/FELLOWS

1. Any non-OHSU activity must have an Educational Arrangement (EA) created and be fully signed before the resident/fellow starts the off-campus activity.  If residents/fellows do ANY training program activity off campus without an EA, they will not have liability coverage, the program may have to fund their salary and they are out of compliance with ACGME requirements.  The EA is designed to address the requirements of several entities in one form:  OHSU, the ACGME and the Centers for Medicaid and Medicare Services (CMS).  

A.OHSU requires that the president gives authorization for any off-campus activities and that liability and pay issues are contractually agreed upon.

B. The ACGME requirements are:

Participating Institutions

1. Assignment to an institution must be based on a clear educational

rationale, integral to the program curriculum, with clearly-stated

activities and objectives. When multiple participating institutions are

used, there should be assurance of the continuity of the educational

experience.

2. Assignment to a participating institution requires a letter of

agreement with the sponsoring institution. Such a letter of agreement

should:
a) identify the faculty who will assume both educational and

supervisory responsibilities for residents;

b) specify their responsibilities for teaching, supervision, and

formal evaluation of residents

c) specify the duration and content of the educational experience;

and

d) state the policies and procedures that will govern resident

education during the assignment.

c. CMS requires that the EA is completed and fully signed before the off-campus activity occurs or they will not pay OHSU for the resident’s salary and OPE.  If the EA’s are not completed prior to off-campus activities, GME will not be able to collect funds from CMS and therefore will bill the program for the resident’s salary and OPE for the time not covered by an EA.

2. For most off-campus activities, GME has a major affiliation agreement.  These are listed on the webpage to create the EA’s http://www.ohsu.edu/som/gme/arrangements/

3. Programs do annual EA’s for major rotations by the first of July.  Major rotations are regular rotations in which most/all residents/fellows in your program participate.  They can be anything from half-day clinics to 12 month rotations.

4. For all off-campus electives, the program must do an EA throughout the year.  GME needs a few weeks to process in-state activities and 2 months for out-of-state activities.  Risk Management has asked that GME does the OCA applications for all residents/fellows.  

5.   Please have the program director and the preceptor sign before sending the EA to GME.  GME will get Dr. Girard and Chris Belden’s signature, if required.

6.   Once the EA and OCA approval are in, GME faxes a copy to the program coordinator and keeps the original for the Medicare Cost Report and subsequent audit.  The Medicare auditors do request to see the EA’s, as does the ACGME during Site Visits, so it is imperative that we keep them indefinitely.
