PROMOTION POLICY FOR RESIDENCY TRAINING PROGRAMS

OHSU recognizes that learners may not all follow the same time line for success.  GME requires that facilitation of learners’ needs be a regular part of all ACGME-accredited programs.  This includes flexible time lines for certain educational attributes, identification and accommodation of certain learning deficiencies and the expectation that all residents will succeed.   However, if a resident is identified and provided appropriate remediation, but is still not progressing, that resident should not be promoted until successfully completing the requirements and expectations of their current training level.
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
