The group worked to finalize strategies related to the problem statements:


1.  In Lake County, there is a lack of oral health information and outreach on nutrition, 
  



                 hygiene,tobacco, gum disease, meth mouth, programs and services, etc.   

· Lake County CHIP will be the lead on oral health education and outreach

· The goals include increasing the numbers participating in preventative practices, increasing the numbers of individuals visiting the local dentists, and educating the community about preventative oral health practices and programs 

· Outreach efforts will include providing outreach materials with the oral health survey mailing, outreach at school registration (if possible), outreach with school health programs, outreach materials at clinics and public health, outreach at Daly Days, and other community outreach, including community meetings and events.  

· John will develop an oral health education and outreach proposal 


2.  In Lake County, there are a lack of programs using fluoride varnish to prevent tooth decay.  

3.  In Lake County, there are a lack of programs using a dental sealant to prevent tooth decay. 


This strategy intends to address tooth decay in children by partnering with Advantage Dental 
and the Oregon Health Authority to provide and administer a fluoride varnish and dental sealant 
programs to school-aged children. Several Lake County schools have been eligible for the 
programs for multiple years; however, none of the schools have participated in the programs. 
The goals will be to administer the preventative treatments to a high percentage of the eligible 
school-aged children and to reduce tooth decay.   

· Advantage Dental can partner with the OHA to administer these programs in Lake County

· We'll involve OIT students so that there is capacity to address all eligible schools within the County – Advantage Dental will be the lead 

· Eligible schools for the dental sealant program include Freemont/Hay Elementary schools and North Lake School 

· Eligible schools for the fluoride varnish  program include Freemont/Hay, North Lake School, Paisley, Plush, and Adel.  

· There is no cost to implement this program 

· We will work with Lake County ESD to administer with home school kids 


4.  In Lake County, there is a lack of good data on specific dental needs that can be obtained 
 
     through screenings, assessments, and diagnosis.


The committee proposes a strategy to assess the oral health needs in Lake County. The project 
intends to develop and mail an oral health survey to a sampling of the county population. Within 
the mailing will include an oral health kit, including tooth brush, tooth paste, and floss and oral 
health educational outreach material. The goals are to educate the community about 
preventative oral health practices, provide some oral health supplies, and to receive a strong 
response rate on the return mailing to allow for statistically significant data and a strong 
assessment of the oral health needs in Lake County. 

· Lake County CHIP is the lead to implement the strategy 

· We'll look for existing oral health survey that we can tailor to our needs
