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The Human Papillomavirus (HPV) is a common virus [1]. Most HPV infections go away, but some can cause cancer,
including cancer of the base of the tongue and back of the throat (oropharyngeal cancer). HPV is thought to cause
70% of oropharyngeal cancers in the United States [2]. Oropharyngeal cancer is the most prevalent type of HPV-
attributed cancer in the country (2012 - 2016) [3].

HPV vaccination is a safe, effective and long-lasting form of HPV-related cancer prevention.

The Oregon HPV Prevention Alliance, under the Immunize Oregon Coalition, is a community of organizations and individuals
dedicated to preventing HPV and HPV-related cancers by increasing HPV immunization rates in Oregon. The HPV Dental Task
Force is an arm of the Alliance dedicated to primary HPV prevention in the dental setting. We encourage dental professionals to

recognize their unique role in oropharyngeal cancer prevention, whether through counseling, referrals to primary care for
vaccination, or directly through vaccine administration.

In 2019, with support from many of the organizations listed below, Oregon passed legislation authorizing dentists to administer
vaccines to their patients. The legislation was broader than regulations in other states, authorizing dentists to administer any
vaccine to any patient of record, with no limitations on vaccine type or age of patient. The Task Force will continue to support
the implementation of dental vaccination across Oregon, with a particular focus on the HPV vaccine, taking into consideration
the changes to the reimbursement and workflow aspects that must occur in order for this to become reality.

The toolkit is an extensive suite of educational resources targeting two main audiences: 1) patients and their parents, and 2)
dental professionals. There are numerous materials designed for print use, and others solely for use on social media. All
patient/parent-facing materials are also available in Spanish.

Vaccination of young adults will not prevent as many cancers as vaccination of children and teens.
