Can your child stay
comfortably seated
in the correct
position for the
entire ride?

Can your child sit
with knees bending
at the edge of the
seat when his or her
bottom and back are
against the back of
the vehicle seat?

The safest place
for your child is in
the back seat until
at least 13 years

of age.
